Introduction

A society with strong social cohesion is one that is characterized by stable
internal harmony and is likely to endure. In many parts of the world, internal
conflicts resulting from marked antagonisms rooted in religious, cultural or ethnic
differences are a common phenomenon. The lack of social cohesion in such
situations is obvious, but it should not be concluded that the absence of open conflict
in a country or region is a sign of social cohesion. The European Union (EU) has
increasingly recognized the vital role social innovation plays in fostering social
cohesion and effective leadership within its educational frameworks. In today's
discussions, particularly as societies face growing inequality and fragmentation due
to rapid globalization and urbanization, the connections between education, social
innovation, and social cohesion have become a key concern. Considering the
significant influence of education on societal structures, it is crucial to examine how
educational approaches can be used to encourage social innovation—that is, creating
new ideas, products, or processes that meet social needs while also fostering social
cohesion in diverse communities. As articulated in the Europe 2020 Strategy, which
aims to promote innovative, sustainable, and inclusive growth, the integration of
innovative practices in education is paramount (Dworak et al., 2013). This strategic
approach not only seeks to address economic disparities across member states but
also emphasizes the importance of equal opportunities and accessibility in education,

which are crucial for social cohesion. Furthermore, the EU’s regional development



policy underscores the necessity of strengthening economic, social, and territorial
cohesion, highlighting that disparities can significantly impact educational outcomes
(Kengyel et al., 2012). Consequently, this essay will explore the principles of social
innovation as they relate to educational leadership, demonstrating how these
frameworks can enhance both individual and collective capacities in Europe. The
interrelatedness of innovation and cohesion in education presents an opportunity for
transformative change across the continent.

Social Innovation and Social Cohesion in EU

A society with strong social cohesion is one that is characterized by stable
internal harmony and is likely to endure. In many parts of the world, internal
conflicts resulting from marked antagonisms rooted in religious, cultural, or ethnic
differences are a common phenomenon. The lack of social cohesion in such
situations 1s obvious, but it should not be concluded that the absence of open conflict
in a country or region is a sign of social cohesion.

Innovation, long considered a concept exclusive to science and technology,
was the subject of several research studies conducted by Schumpeter, the founding
father of innovation theory. From the 1930s onwards, he introduced it as a concept
in economics and management sciences (Lakomski-Laguerre, 2006). However,
every innovation, even scientific ones, has a social character, if only because it
involves several actors in the participatory processes of its development and
implementation. Thus, innovation has seen its social character become more
pronounced over time, as it has become capable of understanding the organisational
and institutional dynamics of the various actors in society (organisational and
institutional innovations).

The 1990s were marked by rising unemployment, calling into question the

ability of public authorities to regulate social affairs. Against this backdrop, the



European Commission put social innovation on the European public policy agenda
for the first time with its Green Paper (1995).

Furthermore, it continued to integrate social, human and environmental
aspects during the second half of the 20th century (Fontan, 2008), taking into
account several issues such as social inclusion and environmental protection. This
gave rise to Social Innovation (SI) from the 1970s onwards in a context of crises and
the emergence of citizen movements, intending to find new means (goods, services,
ideas, etc.) and/or reinvent existing ones in order to meet social needs not satisfied
by the market and/or the State for the benefit of disadvantaged individuals and
groups

In the context of the European Union, social innovation is fundamentally
understood as a transformative process that seeks to address pressing societal
challenges through collaborative approaches involving diverse stakeholders. Social
innovation is defined by the High Council for Social and Solidarity Economy (ESS)
as the development of new responses to new or poorly met social needs, under
current market and social policy conditions. These responses involve the
participation of end users, beneficiaries, and all public and private stakeholders
concerned by the product/service in question.

More precisely: “Social innovation involves the creation and implementation
of new ideas, practices, and policies designed to address social challenges and
enhance the well-being of European citizens. By engaging public authorities, civil
society, academia and the private sector, these innovations seek to generate social
impact and empower communities to actively participate in driving change.

To fully unlock the potential of social innovation, an enabling policy
framework is needed to support socially innovative solutions, thereby contributing
to address socio-economic issues, building stronger territorial resilience and better

)

respond to future shocks.’



The paradigm shifts the focus from traditional, solitary corporate social
responsibility frameworks towards a multi-stakeholder ecosystem that fosters
community-driven solutions. As articulated in recent literature, the notion of
Territorial Social Responsibility embodies this integration, emphasizing the
importance of local governance and cooperative networks to cultivate sustainable
development and social cohesion (Mezzano C et al.). Furthermore, the EUs
commitment to advancing social innovation is underscored by initiatives such as the
disaster resilience education roadmap, which illustrates the necessity of
interdisciplinary collaboration in addressing contemporary challenges (Amaratunga
et al., 2015). Overall, social innovation within the EU encapsulates a strategic
alignment of resources and knowledge aimed at fostering equity, leadership, and
inclusive practices in educational contexts, thereby reinforcing communal ties and
collective progress.

For the Council of Europe, social cohesion is defined as "the ability of a
society to ensure the well-being of all its members, minimise disparities and avoid
polarisation. A cohesive society is a supportive community composed of free
individuals pursuing common goals through democratic means.” For SANDERSON
(2000), social cohesion is “the set of social processes that contribute to ensuring
equal opportunities and conditions for all individuals, as well as economic, social
and cultural well-being, so that everyone can participate actively in society and be

recognised within it".

The role of Education

Contemporary discussions regarding societal advancement and community
resilience frequently emphasize the interconnected nature of social innovation and
social cohesion, a topic of growing academic interest. Social cohesion, understood

as the ties binding individuals in a community, is increasingly seen as fundamental



to achieving lasting societal progress, particularly given urbanization and global
challenges such as climate change and economic inequalities (Zhang C et al., 2025).
Educational institutions, crucially, are key sites for promoting both social innovation
and cohesion. They uniquely disseminate knowledge, encourage shared values, and
create inclusive environments (M Terlumun et al., 2025). Existing research identifies
diverse ways in which education fosters social innovation, including critical
pedagogy, participatory learning, and community engagement, thereby
strengthening social bonds and encouraging active citizenship (Nopas D-siri, 2025).
Studies suggest integrating social innovation into education can reduce inequalities
and empower marginalized groups through building skills and social networks
(Narula N, 2025). The role of technology in advancing educational programs
focused on social cohesion is also increasingly noted, with digital platforms
becoming important tools for collaboration and community involvement (Sethy M,
2025).

Tracing the evolution of social innovation through education reveals
significant themes rooted in historical and socio-political contexts. Early discussions
saw education as vital for fostering social cohesion, highlighting its role in
promoting shared values and collective identity within communities (Zhang C et al.,
2025). The following decades saw an increased emphasis on hands-on learning and
participatory methods. Scholars noted these approaches can spur social innovation
by empowering marginalized groups and enhancing community engagement (M
Terlumun et al., 2025), (Nopas D-siri, 2025). As discussions progressed into the late
20th and early 21st centuries, researchers began to detail the complex links between
educational initiatives and broader social reform movements. Studies on service-
learning programs, for example, emphasized their potential to enhance educational
results and instill civic responsibility in students, thereby contributing to social

capital (Narula, 2025, Sethy M, 2025). Empirical studies further supported this shift,



showing that educational interventions can drive sustainable social innovation by
connecting academic knowledge with real-world challenges (Mensah, 2019, Vanolo,
2013). Recent literature focuses on systemic change, viewing education not just as a
path to individual progress but as a core element for societal transformation
(Schmidtke , 2012; Aarons et al., 2010). Also, integrating technology into
educational practices has opened new ways to foster social cohesion, as seen in
studies on the role of digital platforms in facilitating community connections (Toyah
L Miller et al., 2009), (Akour M et al., 2022). Taken together, these findings present
a clear narrative: education acts as a transformative force, driving social innovation
and promoting cohesiveness in an increasingly complex social world. Examining the
intersection of social innovation, social cohesion, and education highlights the
critical role of educational systems in building societal resilience and inclusivity.
The literature consistently shows that educational frameworks aren't just for
spreading knowledge; they are also crucial for nurturing social capital and
community engagement, essential for social cohesion (Zhang et al., 2025, Terlumun
et al., 2025). Innovative educational practices, like hands-on learning and
collaborative projects, have been proven to boost student empathy and civic duty,
effectively connecting diverse community groups. Furthermore, integrating social
innovation into educational curricula is seen as a transformative way to encourage
critical thinking and problem-solving, skills needed to tackle today's social issues
(Sethy M, 2025). Empirical studies back this up, demonstrating that educational
initiatives focused on social innovation correlate with increased community
involvement and the creation of supportive social networks.

An individual's level of education can have an impact on their social situation
in various ways.

Firstly, educated individuals are better able to make informed and relevant

decisions, as education has given them access to information, improved their



cognitive skills and strengthened certainmsocio-emotional skills such as
determination, self-efficacy, and self-esteem. Education can thus help individuals
adopt a healthier lifestyle, seek medical treatment when necessary, take a greater
interest in politics, and understand how immigration can make an essential
contribution to society.

Secondly, education can enable individuals to earn higher incomes, achieve a
more desirable social status, or join useful social networks. These factors can, in
turn, give them access to better healthcare or enable them to enjoy healthy working
and living conditions and have a greater say in political life.

Thirdly, schools are the ideal setting for encouraging children to adopt healthy
lifestyles and participate in community activities. Serving nutritious meals at school
can help children develop healthy eating habits. Thirdly, school environments are
the ideal setting for encouraging children to adopt healthy lifestyles and participate
in group activities. Serving balanced meals in school canteens, for example, can help
children choose healthy foods and complement educational sessions aimed at raising
pupils' awareness of the benefits of a healthy diet.

Similarly, participation in civic life as an adult can be strengthened through
school activities, a teaching environment and educational principles that promote the
emergence of active citizenship from an early age. It should be noted that the overall
effects of education include all the mechanisms through which education can have
an impact

Social cohesion within educational frameworks is paramount for fostering a
sense of belonging and community among diverse student populations, ultimately
enhancing academic achievement and social stability. Effective educational systems
that emphasize inclusivity and cooperation can significantly mitigate social
disparities, thus aligning with the broader objectives of the EUs cohesion policy,

which aims to reduce disparities among member states and regions (Kengyel et al.,



2012). By prioritizing social cohesion, educational institutions can cultivate
environments that promote collaborative learning and mutual respect, fostering
innovation as outlined in the Europe 2020 Strategy (Dworak et al., 2013).
Furthermore, such environments enable students from varied backgrounds to engage
meaningfully, contributing to the creation of knowledgeable citizens capable of
addressing contemporary societal challenges. Therefore, integrating social cohesion
principles into educational leadership and practices not only supports the individual
growth of students but also enhances the collective resilience of communities in the
European Union.

Leadership in Education

In examining the multifaceted leadership roles within educational settings, it
becomes evident that effective leadership extends beyond traditional administrative
functions, encompassing a broad spectrum of responsibilities aimed at fostering
social cohesion and innovation. Leaders in educational contexts must embody the
principles of collaboration, inclusivity, and adaptability as they navigate the
challenges of a rapidly changing societal landscape. This is particularly pertinent in
light of the increasing emphasis on lifelong learning as a critical component of
individual and societal advancement, underscored by the assertion that without a
proper educational system no country will prosper (Boon et al., 2008). Additionally,
educational leaders are tasked with promoting creativity and sustainability, often
catalyzing initiatives that encourage reflective practices among students and staff
alike. By leveraging cultural awareness and advocacy, these leaders can advocate
for transformative educational practices that align with pressing global challenges,
ultimately fostering a resilient and engaged learning community (Frasz et al., 2016).

In the context of educational leadership, effective practices are deeply
intertwined with the principles of social cohesion, a concept that has gained

prominence within the framework of EU policies. Leaders in education must



navigate the complexities of regional disparities and leverage innovative strategies
to foster inclusivity and equity among diverse student populations. As articulated in
contemporary EU discourse on social development, cohesive leadership practices
are pivotal in aligning educational goals with broader economic and social
objectives, thus enhancing institutional responsiveness to local needs (Kengyel et
al., 2012). Moreover, implementing policies driven by collective efficiency can be
instrumental in addressing the unique challenges faced by regions with limited
resources and low population density, ultimately aiming to augment educational
outcomes and social integration. Consequently, educators and administrators are
called to adopt comprehensive frameworks that emphasize collaboration,
community engagement, and ongoing professional development to realize
sustainable educational leadership.

Effective educational leaders embody a multifaceted array of characteristics
that significantly contribute to the social cohesion and transformative potential of
educational institutions. Central to their efficacy is the ability to foster an inclusive
environment, thereby ensuring that diverse student needs are met through
differentiated instruction and support frameworks. Additionally, these leaders
demonstrate a profound understanding of the educational landscape, as they
implement evidence-based practices that align with the EU social innovation
principles aimed at enhancing educational outcomes and societal integration. For
instance, research indicates that successful leaders actively engage in the continuous
professional development of their staff, equipping them with the requisite skills to
execute key competences as outlined in the European Reference Framework (Michel
A et al.). Furthermore, they possess a strategic vision that links educational policy
to broader societal objectives, enhancing economic prosperity and civic participation

in alignment with contemporary global challenges (Bell et al., 2006).



Collaborative leadership emerges as a critical facet in fostering social
innovation, particularly within the framework of the European Unions social
cohesion principles. This form of leadership encourages collective action and
inclusivity, essential for addressing the complex social challenges that impede
sustainable development. By amalgamating diverse perspectives, stakeholders can
harness endogenous factors, which are pivotal for enhancing regional
competitiveness and cohesion (Kengyel et al., 2012). Furthermore, the intersection
of arts and advocacy exemplifies how collaborative efforts can propel social change,
enabling communities to re-evaluate their environmental practices and social
behaviors (Frasz A et al., 2016). These initiatives not only stimulate creative
thinking but also fortify the networks necessary for implementing effective policies.
Thus, the promotion of collaborative leadership within educational contexts sheds
light on its potential to nurture an environment conducive to innovation, ultimately
leading to a more cohesive society aligned with the EUs strategic objectives.

Training and development programs for educational leaders are pivotal in
fostering effective governance and promoting social cohesion within educational
institutions, particularly as they align with the EUs principles of social innovation.
These programs provide leaders with essential skills and knowledge, allowing them
to navigate the complexities of diverse educational environments and implement
practices that reflect cultural plurality. As noted in the context of cultural initiatives,
such training not only enhances leadership capabilities but also encourages
collaboration across various sectors, thus reinforcing the interconnectedness of
educational leadership and community engagement (Frasz et al.,, 2016).
Furthermore, by equipping leaders with strategies to manage diversity, these
programs acknowledge historical precedents of cultural coexistence, thereby
promoting a more inclusive educational framework that resonates with

contemporary societal dynamics (Spohn et al., 2018). In this light, the development



of tailored training programs emerges as a crucial strategy for advancing educational

leadership in increasingly multicultural settings.

The Role of Social Cohesion in Educational Systems

Within the landscape of educational systems, social cohesion emerges as a
pivotal factor that underpins effective learning environments and equitable access to
educational opportunities. The integration of diverse student populations fosters
mutual understanding and respect, essential components for building cohesive
societies. Notably, research indicates that schools embodying inclusive practices can
significantly elevate student engagement and academic performance, thus
contributing to broader social stability. Furthermore, the EU’s strategic framework
emphasizes that educational initiatives must prioritize social cohesion, as evidenced
by its commitment to decrease disparities among member states and enhance
collective societal well-being (Kengyel et al., 2012). This approach aligns with the
notion that educational institutions are not merely centers of learning but also vital
agents of social transformation, promoting resilience and adaptability within
communities (Amaratunga et al., 2015). Consequently, the promotion of social
cohesion within educational systems serves as an indispensable foundation for
cultivating future leaders who can navigate and address complex societal challenges.

The intricate relationship between social cohesion and student engagement is
pivotal within the framework of higher education, particularly as institutions strive
to implement the EU Social Innovation Principles. Research indicates that enhanced
social cohesion fosters environments where students feel a sense of belonging and
connection, ultimately elevating their levels of engagement in academic and
extracurricular activities. This engagement is not merely a byproduct of cohesive
communities, but rather a fundamental component of the learning experience,

facilitating deeper peer interactions and collaborative learning opportunities which



are critical for developing essential skills. (Arthur et al., 2010) highlights that the
social impacts of higher education are significantly influenced by the institutional
climate and its ability to create inclusive environments. Furthermore, the intersection
of internationalization with equality and diversity initiatives underscores the
necessity of cohesion, as it cultivates a diverse yet unified student body that
promotes inclusive participation in the academic sphere (Caruana et al., 2010). Thus,
fostering social cohesion emerges as a deliberate essential strategy for enhancing
student engagement.

In fostering inclusive learning environments, educational institutions must
implement multifaceted strategies that explicitly address the diverse needs of their
student populations.

Abstract

The article is devoted to the analysis of European zoo management as an
important socio-cultural and conservation phenomenon in the context of changing
ecological awareness and biodiversity preservation. It traces the historical evolution
of zoological parks from ancient and medieval menageries, focused on entertainment
and the utilitarian use of animals, to modern institutions performing educational,
scientific, and conservation functions. Particular attention is given to the role of key
European figures and institutions in shaping contemporary concepts of zoo activity
— from the ideas of Heini Hediger, the founder of zoo biology, to the initiatives of
Gerald Durrell and the work of the World Association of Zoos and Aquariums
(WAZA) and the European Association of Zoos and Aquaria (EAZA).

The article demonstrates that modern European zoos are no longer limited to
exhibiting exotic species but present themselves as multifunctional institutions with
four key areas: recreational-cultural, ecological-educational, practical conservation,
and scientific research. The author emphasises that European experience in this field
has defined global standards, including through the activities of WAZA and EAZA,
which coordinate species conservation programmes, professional training,

knowledge exchange, and the development of unified methodologies.



The paper examines in detail the place of Ukrainian zoos in the broader
European and international context. It highlights the gradual integration of Ukrainian
institutions into the global professional community, in particular through
cooperation with EAZA, participation in ex situ and in situ conservation
programmes, and the development of environmental education. The author stresses
that modern Ukrainian zoos perform comprehensive functions, combining
demonstration, education, and research with the formation of ecological culture in
society.

A separate section is devoted to the significance of biodiversity as the
foundation of biosphere stability and human survival. Based on WWF and IPBES
data, the article notes the large-scale decline in wild animal populations and the
threat of extinction facing around one million species. The author analyses three key
dimensions of biodiversity — physiological (medical-biological), economic, and
cultural — and argues that its preservation is simultaneously an ecological, social,
and economic necessity.

The paper highlights the leading role of educational activities in shaping
ecological awareness. Studies show that visits to zoos and aquariums have a long-
lasting positive effect on visitors’ knowledge and behavioural attitudes toward nature
conservation. Zoos are considered unique spaces of informal education, capable of
shaping a new system of values in society oriented toward biocentrism and
ecocentrism.

The author also analyses the Ukrainian context, in particular the work of Kyiv
Zo0o, and underlines the importance of programmes aimed at changing citizens’
behavioural models through awareness of the causal links between everyday actions
and environmental conditions. The potential of protected areas and zoos as agents of

social transformation toward sustainable development is highlighted.



In conclusion, it is emphasised that European zoo management reflects not
only a change in attitudes toward animals but also serves as an effective tool for
addressing the global ecological crisis. Modern zoos play a strategic role in
preserving biodiversity, fostering citizens’ ecological responsibility, and
consolidating a new worldview paradigm of human interaction with nature.

Summary

The study emphasizes social innovations as a key mechanism for adapting
education to new transformational conditions, which requires updating the demands
placed on educational systems, processes, and structures. It analyzes the essence of
the concept of “social innovations in education” and its components. Thanks to
active international partnerships, the development of innovative academic courses,
and community involvement, the Mykhailo Drahomanov Ukrainian State University
1s forming a modern model of a socially responsible university, capable of

responding to the challenges of both war and reconstruction.

The experience of current projects and initiatives of the Mykhailo
Drahomanov Ukrainian State University is presented, showing how, through active
international cooperation and community engagement, as well as the development
of innovative courses—particularly the introduction of programs on academic
integrity and professional ethics—the institution is creating an updated concept of a
socially responsible university. Attention is given to the phenomenon of “smart

education,” the active interaction of science and education, and the specific

dynamics between teacher and student.
The analysis and comparison of domestic and European educational

innovations lead to the conclusion that the integration of European practices in



Ukraine can serve as a catalyst for the transition to a new educational model, oriented

toward “smart education,” innovation, inclusivity, and social responsibility.

2.2The impact of EU-Ukrainian projects on implementing social innovations in
Ukrainian higher education
Temana Konosanenko
Annotation
The chapter deals with the issue of reforming Ukrainian higher education and
the role of EU-Ukrainian projects in this process. The focus of the research presented
in the paper is on social innovations, namely: curriculum transformation,
community-university  partnership, community-based learning, and civic
engagement. The key EU practices which Ukrainian universities are implementing
through joint projects are revealed. The ways of strengthening social responsibility,
including the development of inclusive education for students with special needs,
expanding opportunities for students from low-income families, and active
participation in solving socially important problems are described in the chapter.
Keywords: EU-Ukraine cooperation, social innovation, higher education,

educational reform, project impact, sustainable development.



The history of Ukrainian higher education and its internationalization,
including international projects, has several milestones closely connected with the
social and political processes in Ukrainian society. In 1991, the implementation of
the independent policy in higher education started in Ukraine. It was aimed at quality
assurance, accessibility, national traditions reviving, updating its content, forms and
methods of teaching and learning, capacity building and intellectual capital
development. The main tendencies in this process were de-ideologisation and
democratisation of education.

There are various approaches to periodisation of Ukrainian higher education
development, but we consider the most relevant to our scientific investigation the
stages of modernisation of higher education national system presented by V.
Derykhovska. The researcher identifies the stage of incipience of higher education:
reconceptualisation of Soviet heritage and efforts to create independent national
educational policy (1991-1996); the constitutional stage: people’s right for higher
education, its accessibility and being free of charge (1996-1998); the stage of higher
education reforms: legislative foundations aimed at the development of higher
education (1998-2002); the strategic stage: the Strategic plan of education
development approved, the National doctrine of education development signed
(2002-2010); the innovative stage: transformation of the legislation in education,
focus on the integration with international education community (2010-now)
(Derykhovska, 2017). Besides of the stages, presented by V. Derykhovska, we can
identify two more stages - 2020-2021, the stage of Covid-19 isolation challenges and
boost of online teaching and learning; and 2022-now, the stage of war-times
hardships, the second series of online and hybrid teaching and learning.

Civil Society Activism: Ukraine has a vibrant and active civil society, which

has been a major force for change, particularly since the 2014 Revolution of Dignity.



This activism has created a fertile ground for social entrepreneurs and non-profit
organizations to develop innovative solutions.

The government's decentralization efforts have given local communities more
autonomy and resources. This has empowered local authorities and citizens to
address their specific needs through creative and innovative projects, rather than
waiting for top-down solutions from the government.

All these periods, characterised by social and economic crises, the pandemic,
war conflicts, globalization, technological boost, striving for sustainable
development, revealed numerous social challenges in the society and the
institutions’ of higher education reaction to these challenges has been demonstrated
through implementing social innovations and their third or societal mission. These
issues make higher education rapidly transform as it plays a great role in the societies
oriented on democracy, equality, freedom, the rule of law and social engagement.
The quality higher education creates wide range of opportunities for innovative
development of various branches of economics, research investigations and
discoveries, long life learning, catering for special and individual needs of students,
formation of national and universal values, provision of economic and social
guarantees  for professional self-realization = of  graduates, increase of
their social status.

The largest impact of the higher education on the social innovations in the
society is made through its formal part - study programmes. The quality content and
excellence of teaching and learning make this process effective and relevant. The
latter can be achieved by means of its constant updating, in which a crucial role
belongs to the international projects. Within the framework of Erasmus+ there is a
contest especially valuable for Ukrainian universities, focused on capacity building
in higher education. Among such recently ended projects there is “Bringing

Opportunities and Organizational Success to Small Local Universities in Ukraine”



(BOOST). It helped Ukrainian higher education institutions to develop technical,
digital, learning, community, and international capacity. The project activities
contributed to the professional development of Ukrainian lecturers, as nine training
courses enhanced their administrative and teaching skills. The project promoted
student-centred blended learning, facilitated the launch of 1 new compulsory course
“Student-Centred Approaches for Blended Learning” and an update of 62 courses.
The social effect of the project was strengthened by making teaching and learning
more student-centred and improving students’ skills and employability. Ukrainian
universities felt significant I'T and tech development, updated their digitalisation and
internationalization strategies.

The promotion of social innovations has proved to be effective through
Erasmus+ Jean Monnet Modules, Chairs and Centres of excellence. In this relation
the most impactful were such projects as “Implementation of the European Circular
Economy through Social Entrepreneurship as the Identity of EU4Business”
(ECEnt), “EU Common Policies: Alignment Strategies for Ukraine” (EUCPASU),
“EU Education Agenda for Intercultural City Development” (EU InterculturalCity),
“European Humanistic Vision in Human Resource Management” (HumEU),
“Subnational gender equality: balance of EU values and Ukrainian realities”
(SubGend),

The project “EU Education Agenda for Intercultural City Development” (EU
InterculturalCity) promoted EU Educational policies in the sphere of intercultural
education by sharing the best practices in intercultural incentives, social inclusion,
and intercultural intelligence development approaches towards fostering a joint
learning on the successful integration of migrants. A set of educational services and
activities for a target group of undergraduate, and graduate students, educators, and
decision-makers who interact with migrants, IDPs, national minorities, and

international students was designed. Intercultural education became a tool for the



transformation of the possible threats and risks of migration to the opportunities
brought with diversity opened for the local community.

“European Humanistic Vision in Human Resource Management” (HumEU)
project by adapting and implementing the European experience, the challenges
facing Ukraine in the direction of developing a humanistic approach to human
resource management, addressed to such issues as disregard for common European
principles; lack of humanistic vision in human resources management;
discrimination in employment; directives and obligations under non-discrimination
law. The project was aimed at forming a tolerant, humanistic vision in human
resource management and its implementation at Ukrainian enterprises by forming
professional competencies in human resource management based on European
values, tolerance, effective intercultural communication among future specialists
and graduates. The project resulted in systematization of multidisciplinary
approaches to the concept of European values, development and implementation of
courses based on the analysis of employment; trainings for students, entrepreneurs
and other stakeholders to disseminate best European practices in human resource
management based on tolerance, humanistic visions and effective cross-cultural
communication.

The project “Subnational gender equality: balance of EU wvalues and
Ukrainian realities” (SubGend) popularized gender issues among different sectors
of the population and drew public attention to the promotion of gender equality and
the universal inclusion of gender dimensions. The formation of students and
teachers' abilities to navigate the features of international European practice in the
field of gender educational statistics, gender stereotypes and prejudices in education
and technology of gender education was organized within the optional course for

pre-service teachers and summer schools for in-service teachers.



These and many other projects focus on separate issues of the society and its
social dimensions, while such projects as “European Studies of Social Innovation in
Education” (ESSIE), which is ongoing, have multiple vector expertise addressing
social innovations, leadership and social responsibility, "public service". The
establishment of the Jean Monnet Center of Excellence “European Studieis of Social
Innovation in Education” has been done with the idea of linking the best research
results with teaching activities, providing new forms of teaching and learning
techniques and curriculums with the particular focus on social innovation and
community and youth engagement.

Addressing the needs of Ukrainian students in EU education systems is
achieved through initiatives like the Rajaleidja network in Estonia, which provides
educational counseling services for Ukrainian students and families, demonstrating
efforts to support the integration of Ukrainian refugees into new educational
environments. This is real social support contributing to equality and long-life
learning.

These international projects and programs play a crucial role in fostering
collaboration, knowledge sharing, and the development of innovative approaches to
education and science, contributing to a more interconnected and globally aware
academic landscape.

The other directions in higher education which are strengthened via
international projects: development of pedagogical and psychological science;
development and introduction of educational innovations, information technologies,
integration of Ukrainian education into European and world educational space, the
training of qualified specialists capable of creative work, continuing professional
development, mastering and implementation of cutting edge information and
communication technologies, mobility and competitiveness in the labour market,

creation of the necessary conditions for the development of gifted youth, support of



young and older people with special needs, upbringing of a healthy lifestyle,
development of youth sports, tourism; ecological, legal, economic education and
worldview, succession and continuity of education, variety of types of educational
institutions, variability of educational programmes, individualization of education
and upbringing, monitoring of educational process, increasing the quality of
educational services, creation of conditions for effective professional activity,
support of work capacity of educators.

International project activity fosters social aspects of the aspirations of
Ukraine for European integration and the role of higher education in this process.
The transformations inside the system of higher education in Ukraine under the
influence of its intentions to align with the European standards are directly addressed
within the project activities, creating conditions for social innovations.
G.Muzychenko remarks that “the process of European integration is accompanied
by the formation of joint educational and scientific spaces and by the development
of joint criteria and standards shared throughout Europe. Participation of Ukrainian
higher education in the integration processes of the European Higher Education Area
and in the Bologna transformations are aimed at acquiring qualitative changes in its
educational structure and university curricula” (Muzychenko, ). Currently, in this
relation the most impactful project for Ukrainian higher education is Bologna Hub
Peer Support, funded by Erasmus+ and the German Federal Ministry of Education
and Research, aims at fostering the implementation of the Bologna key commitments
at Higher Education Institutions throughout the European Higher Education Area
(EHEA). Bologna-experts provide tailor made counselling to participating
institutions. The project focuses on such Bologna key commitments:

. three-cycle system compatible with the QF-EHEA and first and second
cycle degrees scaled by ECTS;



. recognition of qualifications in compliance with the Lisbon
Recognition Convention;

. quality assurance in compliance with the Standards and Guidelines for
Quality Assurance in the European Higher Education Area.

During Bologna Hub Peer Support II project, such issues were addressed:

. formulation of Learning Outcomes;

. curriculum development/modularisation;

. innovative approaches to learning and teaching (e.g. digitalisation);
. mobility and internationalisation.

The project makes Ukrainian universities more open and innovative, their
staff obtains deeper awareness of the ways for improvement of their teaching,
updating and designing relevant educational content, the students get more
opportunities for their academic freedom, mobility and individual learning
pathways.

Ukrainian society proved to be a democratic one with a deep understanding
that the human capital is the most valuable for such a society. Pro-European
transformation of the Ukrainian way of living increases the importance of social
innovation. Social innovation is the process of developing and implementing new,
effective solutions to social and environmental problems. Unlike traditional
innovation, which often prioritizes economic profit, social innovation focuses on
creating value for society as a whole. In our paper we discuss social innovation in
close connections with higher education and international projects. We consider a
social innovation which can be a new product, service, programme, process, or a
new way of organizing that is more effective, efficient, or sustainable than existing
approaches to making the lives of academic community and other citizens better,
more inclusive and favourable for their personal and professional development. It is

often created through collaboration and co-creation among diverse stakeholders,



including academic community, all interested citizens, non-profit and non-
governmental organizations, businesses, and governments. A social innovation is
aimed at addressing the root causes of social problems, not just their symptoms,
leading to systemic and lasting change.

Nowadays, social innovation is gaining more significance in Ukraine as the
country goes through a complex period moving from the pandemic, post-pandemic
crises into the full-scale invasion of russia and the war, combined with
transformations marked by ongoing European integration, political changes, and
economic challenges. It refers to new strategies, concepts, ideas, and organizations
that meet social needs and create new social relationships or collaborations. In
Ukraine, this isn't just about charity or corporate social responsibility; it's about
developing sustainable, systemic solutions to pressing issues.

A key factor driving this trend is the growing demand for local and
community-led solutions. In these turbulent times the communities require deep
understanding of their needs, strategic planning and supportive partnerships, which
can be organized by universities within their societal or third mission. Since 2022,
the third mission of higher education institutions is becoming more and more
systematic. Moreover, the framework of its implementation as a state policy is being
developed within the Erasmus+ KA2 Capacity building in Higher Education project
“Universities — Communities: strengthening cooperation”. The aim of the project is
enhancing universities’ social role through boosting university-community
engagement leading to the elaboration of state policy on supporting the third mission
of universities for ensuring social cohesion, resilience, sustainability and prosperity
in Ukraine (UniCom, 2022). The project team have already contributed to social
innovation aimed at social cohesion and resilience of Ukrainian society. Since the
start of the project the model strategies for relations between universities and

communities have been developed based on their needs and aimed to enhance civic



activism and citizen engagement based on principles of equality, solidarity, non-
discrimination and inclusion and are already being piloted in seven Ukrainian
universities, project partners Drahomanov Ukrainian State University, Ivan Franko
National University of Lviv, Bogdan Khmelnitsky Melitopol State Pedagogical
University, Vinnytsia National Pirogov Memorial Medical University, Donetsk
State University of Internal Affairs, Sumy National Agrarian University, Kharkiv
National University of Radio Electronics with active communities involvement.
Fostering the cooperation between the project target groups and stakeholders on
university-community cooperation is based on European experiences and practices,
1.e. research and experience exchange visits to European partners University of
Genoa (Italy), Lund University (Sweden), Czech University of Life Sciences in
Prague (Czech Republic), University of Latvia (Latvia), the Higher Vocational
School of Medium Business (Germany), Fondazione Sicurezza e Liberta (Italy), the
Accreditation Council for Entrepreneurial and Engaged Universities (Germany);
national experience exchange and cooperation; training programmes and training
kits.

“Training Kits on Implementing the Third Mission by Higher Education
Institutions” were developed to support the local government authorities; education
directories; educators and students of secondary schools, vocational, college and
higher education institutions; non-governmental organizations, other state and non-
governmental institutions, which are implementing or are interested in implementing
of the third mission of the universities and are ready to cooperate in this area; for the
representatives of national societies and national minorities, active citizens and other
stakeholders. They include “European Green Deal”, “Inclusion”, “Gender Equality”,
“Public Health”, “Resilience and Social Cohesion”, “Sustainable Economic
Development”, “Implementation and Protection of Citizens’ Rights to Participate in

Public and Political Life”, “Digitalization” modules which present practical cases



and useful materials regarding potential areas of socially oriented activities of higher
education institutions in cooperation with civil society.

National policy paper on enhancing the third mission of universities and
community-university cooperation has been developed, discussed and is being
prepared for sharing on national level. A road map and “Guidelines on Third Mission
of Universities” have been prepared by Ukrainian participants of the project,
including Ukrainian Association of Professors and Researchers of European
Integration, Ukrainian Association of European Studies, and Association of
Invincible Communities. Thus, the project “Universities — Communities:
strengthening cooperation” has already increased the social responsibility and
community engagement of universities through raising their capacities in the area of
community development and local leadership and continues this initiative.

With the government and traditional institutions often stretched thin, citizens
and grassroots organizations are stepping up to fill gaps in services and support. The
ongoing conflict, for example, has spurred a wave of social innovations to assist
internally displaced people, veterans, and local communities affected by the war.
New projects are being prepared to support Ukrainian society with special attention
to its vulnerable groups.

Ukraine has a strong IT sector, which has been instrumental in developing
tech-based social innovations. These include online platforms for volunteering,
crowdfunding initiatives, and digital tools for civic engagement and government
transparency.

International organizations and foundations provide funding, expertise, and
networking opportunities, which help scale up successful social innovations and
integrate them into national strategies. The largest number of programmes and
amount of funding are represented by the European Union and European

Commission, British Council, DAAD, United Nations Development Programme,



United Nations Children's Fund, International Renaissance Foundation, Swedish
Institute and many others. A wide range of programmes was implemented by the
U.S. Agency for International Development. All of these programmes used the
strong potential of Ukrainian universities as change-agents and promoters of active
citizenship.

Social innovation in Ukraine manifests in various sectors, from education and
healthcare to environmental protection and veteran support. Here are a few notable
examples:

ProZorro is a prime example of social innovation. It's an electronic public
procurement system designed to ensure transparency and prevent corruption.
Initially a volunteer-led initiative, it was later adopted by the government and has
saved the country billions of hryvnias.

Support for veterans is represented within numerous social innovations which
have emerged to help veterans reintegrate into civilian life. These range from
psychological rehabilitation programmes to business incubators that train veterans
in entrepreneurship and provide them with seed funding.

Educational initiatives address the need for modern teaching methods,
organizations have created innovative educational programs and platforms, often
with a focus on critical thinking, media literacy, and digital skills. This helps prepare
the younger generation for the challenges of a rapidly changing world.

Community-led projects are also of great importance. Throughout the country,
local communities are initiating projects to improve their quality of life. Examples
include setting up community gardens, developing local tourism, and creating co-
working spaces in rural areas to foster economic activity. These examples show how
social innovation is not just about solving problems but also about empowering

citizens and building a more resilient, transparent, and democratic society.



Social innovation manifests itself within the higher education sector through
various ways, e.g., new pedagogical approaches, community engagement,
addressing societal challenges through research, new governance models, inclusive
practices. Let us study certain examples of such actions through the optics of some
other international projects.

Dissatisfaction with the state of teaching English at schools has promoted the
necessity of the change in Pre-Service language teacher education in Ukraine. There
appeared the need to fundamentally revise and reform the professional training of
the future teacher of English within the joint project of British Council Ukraine and
Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine “New Generation School Teacher”
(2013-2019). The project team identified the urgent need to review the thematic
modules of the Curriculum and bring them into a line with the challenges of the day,
with a particular focus on the reform of language education in Ukraine. The need to
modernize and diversify the forms and methods of the training of future teachers of
English was also pointed out in the Baseline.

The Baseline study lasted throughout the year 2013-2014. It was found that
"the methodical component of the curricula requires a significant increase in the
number of classroom hours, allocated for the discipline "Methodology of teaching
English". The findings of the Baseline study also proved that the University system
of practical and laboratory classes had to be completely reorganized. It was
presupposed that new Methodology curriculum will create an opportunity to study
Methodology course throughout the whole period of teachers’ training in the
University" (LLIkiabHUE yunuTEIH HOBOTO MOKOJIHHSA, 2014).

The project team identified the urgent need to review the thematic modules of
the Curriculum and to bring them into line with the challenges of the day, with a

particular focus on the reform of language education in Ukraine. The need to



modernize and diversify the forms and methods of the training of future teachers of
English was also pointed out in the Baseline study.

The results of the Baseline study allowed the project team to state that there
are no common approaches to the assessment of the academic achievements of
students in the course "Methodology of teaching English", namely: different aspects
of assessment, such as the number of forms and methods; evaluation criteria; content
of the summative and formative assessment; the number of points, allocated for the
summative and formative assessment. The object of the assessment is mainly
students’ theoretical knowledge without taking into account the level of the
development of their professional skills and abilities; assessment (in particular tests)
is aimed at revealing secondary knowledge, while little attention is paid to the basic
professionally-oriented methodological skills of future teachers. There are also no
alternative technologies of assessment and self-assessment, such as EPOSTL
(European Portfolio for Student Teachers of Languages) (IlIkinbHuil y4yuTenb
HOBOTO MOKOJHHSA, 2014).

The findings of the Baseline provided a rationale for the development of an
experimental Methodology curriculum. This document was characterized by a
number of innovations, such as a qualitatively new approach to conducting
classroom sessions, organizing self-study hours and pedagogical practice of
students, as well as establishing a proper relationship between the content of this
discipline and pedagogical practice, new format of the course paper.

Thus, this project appeared as a response to recent changes and developments
in education and society. It has to be mentioned that there were two groups of
outcomes — Learning outcomes and Action outcomes. Learning outcomes were as
follows: English proficiency of student-teachers and newly-qualified teachers will
be improved; their classroom skills and confidence will be enhanced; teachers'

digital and social media skills will be developed. As for the Action outcomes, newly-



qualified teachers should teach more effectively and confidently; engage with
colleagues; join networks and meet colleagues overseas; be able to integrate ICT
in/outside the classroom.

Within the “New Generation School Teacher” project, innovation was
considered a process of translating an idea or invention into a good service that
creates value or for which customers will pay. To be called an innovation, an idea
must be replicable at an economical cost and must satisty a specific need. Innovation
involves deliberate application of information, imagination and initiative in deriving
greater or different values from resources, and includes all processes by which new
ideas are generated and converted into useful products. In business, innovation often
results when ideas are applied by the company in order to further satisfy the needs
and expectations of the customers (Business dictionary, 2019). Steve Brophy states
that “pedagogical innovation is a significant positive change to the way that we lead
people to a place where they can learn for themselves” (Brophy, 2015).

The Methodology curriculum is characterized by a number of innovations,

such as:
° Balance of theory and practice
° Updated and new content (establishing a proper relationship between

the content of this discipline and pedagogical practice)
° Qualitively new approach to conducting classroom sessions and
organizing self-study hours

° Delivery in English

° Variety of approaches to learning and teaching
° Continuous assessment throughout the Curriculum
° Carefully phased school experience

° New format of the course paper.



One of the innovations of the experimental course is a great variety of modes
of learning and teaching. As Methodology is the main course in future teacher’s
education, it should comprise the best examples of teaching. So, in a communicative
English classroom the teacher must use all possible ways of interaction justified by
the aim and objectives of the course. Jo McDonough, Christopher Shaw, and Hitomi
Masuhara pointed that “the choice of group or pairwork and how we conduct the
grouping should be based on sound principles, and the use of grouping should lead
to developing real communicative competence” (McDonough, 2013).

It is now widely recognised that lecturing is not an efficient way of delivering
content on a practical course. Accordingly, we recommend a range of teaching
approaches in the new curriculum, including task-based learning, the use of case
studies, simulations, group projects and problem solving. All of these approaches
are intended to promote high levels of interaction and student involvement in their
own learning process.

The new Curriculum focuses on developing the professional skills of teaching
through student active participation in the methodology course. Students can be
engaged in active learning by using a range of modes:

group work — any learning activity which is done by small groups of learners
working together to complete a task;

guided reading — an activity in which students are encouraged to read specific
articles or sections of books with a particular purpose in mind;

jigsaw learning — a method of organising activity in which different students
cover different areas of a topic; they later exchange their learning;

microteaching — a practice used in the training of teachers which consists of
trying out short lesson sequences for an audience of their peers, some of whom adopt

the roles of learners;



project work — a purposeful, task-based activity through which students
address authentic problems / questions and create some kind of product which they
present at the end of the allocated time; it usually involves an extended amount of
independent work, either by an individual student or by a group of students in and
beyond the classroom,;

task-based learning — an approach in which the learners use language to fulfill
a specified task. Their focus is on the task rather than on the language they are using,
e.g. case study;

workshop — a way of organising student-centred learning in which the teacher
plays the role of facilitator. It usually involves hands-on activity by students.

Sample session materials within the Curriculum demonstrate how to vary
modes of learning and teaching.

It is essential that all classes are held in English.

The sessions are designed so that future teachers should be able to develop
their higher order thinking skills (as well as low order ones) according to Bloom’s
Taxonomy and to learn how to organize their future professional activity according
to this principle. So, asking questions is a rather important professional skill which
will help future teachers to create conditions for interaction in English classrooms
and make their students’ learning product-oriented.

One more essential aspect of designing the session is connected with giving
students the opportunity to go through Kolb’s experiential cycle. This cycle
comprises experiencing, reflecting, conceptualizing and planning processes.

The personality of a teacher has a great impact on students. Newly-qualified
teachers often follow the teaching style of one of their school teachers. So, their
being a good example of the learning process facilitator for their own students can
become an important factor in those students’ personality development and

professional success.



Within working in groups of changeable composition future teachers learn to
act collaboratively, to be responsible for the group’s decisions, to be tolerant, to be
convincing. Their critical thinking is promoted as well.

Each session gives a unique opportunity for combining all possible modes of
interaction. Let us follow the possible variety of interaction modes within one
Methodology session. The first unit Psychological factors contains the session on
the topic “Learners’ Types” which can be organized as follows (according to the
session plan presented by Olena Zmievska, a member of the project team): to study
the learners’ experience one of the possible ways of interaction can be teacher’s
dialogue on students’ similarities and differences with the whole group; then it
would be good to give them the chance to work individually to better understanding
the kind of learners they are, it can be done by means of completing the
questionnaire; it’s time for students to share the answers with their partners working
in pairs, afterwards presenting the information on their partners; in class discussion
all students summarise following the next issues: differences in approaches and
learning styles, reasons for the differences, their relation to personal differences in
temperament and character, the need to accommodate all the differences in the
language learning environment. After that a case study will help to acquaint students
with all main types of learners. So, the students work in pairs and study only one
case, then, after creating two big groups, each of students describe their cases and
all together they identify the learner types. Thus, collaboratively the students get
acquainted with learners’ types. In the same groups students are to brainstorm and
then discuss learning preferences of each learner type in terms of skills, grammar,
vocabulary, pronunciation, memorising, drilling, etc. Then they fill in the table in
handout and regroup again to work in 4 groups. This time the students work with a
set of classroom teaching activities to decide which activity is most suitable for

which learner type. There is a space for students’ creativity — they can suggest more



activities for different learner types. Groups are welcome to present their findings
and suggestions. At the stage of round-up the students reflect on their own learner
types, the peculiarities of all learner types which are to be taken into consideration
in their professional life.

As far as we can see, it is possible to encourage students to take part in all
possible ways of interaction. It helps to involve all students into active work, sharing
their experience, hands-on activities and constructing their awareness and
developing their professional skills. It makes the students’ group more friendly and
collaborative, which is important for developing their life skills.

The Curriculum recommends avoiding traditional lectures as a mode of
teaching since they are not appropriate in a professional education course that
focuses on the development of teaching skills rather than transmission of knowledge.

That is why the course of Methodology is delivered simultaneously with
students’ visits to school. In methodology sessions they get ideas of school reality
which they can observe almost at once. Besides, they get the assignments connected
with the practical aspects of learning and teaching at schools.

As far as we can see there are various modes of learning and teaching while
students are having their school practice as well.

The new Methodology course is an integrated one, it is flexible, dynamic and
purposeful. The curriculum is based on an integrated approach to Pre-Service
language teacher education, which promotes the development of cognitive-
emotional learning and development of teaching skills. The Order of the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine (No. 871 dated by August 12, 2015) "On
conducting a pedagogical experiment on the methodological training of future
teachers of English" officially announced the beginning of the piloting process

(Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine, 2015).



Innovative Methodology Curriculum is a good example of social innovation
and provides students with important professional skills related to methodology, it
also gives scope for developing essential life skills:

° Communication skills. The ability to understand and articulate
messages, and to transmit information clearly and effectively.

° Time management skills. The ability to plan and use time effectively in
order to meet deadlines and successfully complete tasks and assignments.

° Information literacy skills. The ability to locate, evaluate and
effectively use information from a variety of sources.

° Teamwork skills. The ability to work effectively and respectfully with
diverse teams in order to accomplish a common goal.

° Problem solving skills. The ability to recognise and analyse difficult
situations and to find suitable solutions.

° Intercultural awareness. The ability to respond open-mindedly to
different ideas and values, respect and embrace social and cultural differences, and
use this ability to develop new ideas and new solutions.

° Creativity. The capacity to think and act in innovative ways either alone
or with others.

° Critical thinking skills. The ability to ask the right questions, to reason
effectively, analyse different points of view and reflect on decisions and processes.

The authors of the Methodology Curriculum are sure that learning English
through imagination also produces a nonthreatening atmosphere for students, who
usually feel anxiety when speaking English in a formal classroom setting. Rather
than being stifled, the classroom atmosphere should be sufficiently relaxed, so the
learners shouldn’t be afraid of speaking. To enhance the English classroom
atmosphere and encourage learning, advertisements, warnings, posters, bulletin,

boards, pictures, puppets, drawings and photos are posted on the walls. A relaxed



atmosphere is the first key step in creating images. If teachers want students to
remember new vocabulary it needs to be learnt, practiced and revised in a
“memorable way”. So, using imagination is one of such techniques, because it
employs a variety of key elements: colours (visual images), music and songs
(auditive images), movements and gestures (kinesthetic images), etc. Thus,
imagination makes learners and teachers be more creative.

Methodology teachers, responsible for conducting the innovative course, were
equipped with a set of documents (Curriculum map, Curriculum guidelines, and
Supplementary materials). The teachers-educators were supported in terms of
sample unit maps, session materials, observation tasks, which had to be done by
students during school experience, self-assessment checklists for students to use at
the end of each unit, bibliography of literary sources, glossary with key terms,
accompanied with Ukrainian equivalents. Methodology teachers were involved in
the experiment by means of their attendance of training seminars and seven schools
of professional development.

Students-participants received the Student’s book, which fully covers course
requirements concerning attendance, self-study hours, class participation, setting
and meeting deadlines, as well as self-assessment. Students-participants also got the

link to the project site http://ngschoolteacher.wixsite.com/ngscht, which contains all

vital guidelines. Both students and teachers had an opportunity to get acquainted
with the prospective learning outcomes of a graduate from the PRESETT Bachelor’s
programme, which are presented in Profile of a Newly-Qualified Teacher, designed
by the project team.

Thus a favourable psychological atmosphere was created by means of
constant project team members’ meetings with the students-participants and
teachers-educators throughout the academic year. These stakeholders were free to

ask any questions or raise any issues concerning the piloting process.

The joint project of the British Council Ukraine and the Ministry of Education
and Science of Ukraine “New Generation School Teacher” represents an innovative
change in the Pre-Service language teacher education in Ukraine. The content of the
Methodology curriculum fully reflects the challenges of 21st century education. It is
aimed at raising the level of English-language teachers’ methodological proficiency,
which gradually leads to the raise of school-leavers’ level of English and leads
Ukraine into the European educational space.

Nowadays, for Ukrainian society in its critical period it is crucial to find the
solutions for such issues like changes in the labour market, capacity building,
institutional change, and sustainability in the context of project outcomes. The loss
of working places by people in the conditions of the war can be addressed by
governmental policy at various levels, but also can be solved by means of reforms
and transformations. In this area the European Union has a positive experience in
micro-credentials, which gives good opportunities for citizens’ up-skilling or re-
skilling. Erasmus+ programme actively supports projects focused on implementing
micro-credentials policy. Among such projects with participation of Ukrainian
higher education institutions there are “Implementation of Sustainable Urban
Development Goals in Transport Bachelor Degree” (ISDEGO), “Developing Micro-
credentials Ecosystems in Ukraine and Mongolia for Competitive and Resilient
Green Economies” (DOMANI), “MOOC-based micro-credentials for teacher
professional development” (CRED4TEACH), “European University for Cross-
Border Knowledge Sharing” (ACROSS), “Urban Research and Education
Knowledge Alliance for Sustainable, Human, Inclusive and Future proof Transition”
(UREKA SHIFT), “Beyond Europe with Micro-credentials” (BEM). One of these
projects, “MOOC-based micro-credentials for teacher professional development”,
responds to the needs of higher education institutions and educational decision

makers in countries Albania, Montenegro and Ukraine towards providing high-



quality, responsive, inclusive, flexible and competence-based training provisions to
in-service teachers across the educational sectors. The project’s solution is to
establish the MOOC-based micro-credentials for enhancing the opportunities for
teacher professional development in target countries. The project is in its final year
of implementation and has already boosted staff skills for the development and
delivery of MOOC-based Micro-credentials. For Ukraine it is important that one of
the project partners is the Ukrainian National Qualifications Agency as both national
and institutional frameworks for the delivery, issuing and recognition of Micro-
credentials have been developed and introduced. The Agency plays the crucial role
at the national level of implementing the initiative. The universities teams created,
delivered and validated 11 pilot MOOC-based Micro-credentials, adopted them for
professional development of target groups represented by in-service teachers from
secondary schools, vocational and higher education institutions. To achieve the
project objectives, CRED4A4TEACH project strengthens institutional capacities for
the provision of MOOC-based micro-credentials and will be reflected in the scope
of 3 blueprints providing recommendations to educational decision-makers towards
a national-wide adoption of micro-credentials.

Implementing social innovation is often interconnected with creation of
innovative ecosystems. Overall task for effective functioning of Ukrainian
innovative ecosystems is connected with transferring knowledge, skills and tools for
sustainable economic development to various stakeholders primarily represented by
communities. The universities have a good potential for contributing to the
sustainable economic development mindset by organizing outreach programmes on
the ways of strategic planning and development of communities by means of its
social capital, resource management, the process of producing and implementing
innovative solutions, using various cooperation forms to improve the communities

life quality. Delivering such outreach programmes can become the first stage of joint



innovations of universities and communities. But such programmes should become
the source of further cooperation, so both the content and study process should reveal
such opportunities through involving learner-centred classrooms, using surveys,
feedback sessions, inviting stakeholders to be co-trainers and co-teachers. Such
programmes should have the so-called “bridges” to the next stage of strategic
planning of cooperation in the field of research and innovations (Konovalenko,
2024). More and more Erasmus+ and Horizon Europe projects focused on the
creation of innovative ecosystems having a positive social impact are being
implemented in Ukraine.

A great role in the society is also played by youth engaged in social
entrepreneurship. The projects of Junior Achievement Worldwide in general and
Junior Achievement Ukraine contribute to the solution of urgent social issues and
making the young people’s voice stronger and social policy making more impactful.
"JA Ukraine" is part of Junior Achievement - an international alliance of non-profit
organizations that for over 100 years have been helping young people gain the
knowledge and skills necessary to become successful actors in the global economy.
It inspires and prepares young people to succeed in a global economy. Junior
Achievement Ukraine engages Ukrainian youth in entrepreneurship and makes their
voice matter in the development of the Ukrainian economy. Their programmes are
delivered in cooperation with business and have a clear practical focus.

As far as we can see, higher education sector in Ukraine has rather good
potential for social development and innovation which becomes stronger within the
framework of European programmes and in the process of implementing
international projects aimed at solving numerous problems and updating various
processes and products like new curricular development, community engagement
initiatives, student entrepreneurship, policy changes, inclusivity and accessibility of

education and other services, promoting gender equality, and fostering diversity.



New modes and forms of internationalization, research collaboration,
governance reforms, ongoing digital transformation, active social entrepreneurship
make Ukrainian society more resilient and invincible. Due to international projects
social innovations are not just funded and implemented, but also become the ground
for new partnerships, networking, expertise exchange and policy alignment with the
European standards.Some projects address the issues of institutional modernization
and governance reforms and support the improvements in university management,
quality assurance systems, internationalization strategies, and digital infrastructure.

Human capital development is implemented through training of faculty and
staff, exchange programmes for staff and students, workshops, skill development in
new pedagogies, and project management. The impact is being done on individual
and institutional capabilities, personal and professional development. Curriculum
reform and development of new educational programmes is represented with the
introduction of interdisciplinary courses, problem-based learning, entrepreneurship
education, civic engagement programmes, and a shift towards student-centered
learning. Implementing microcredentials becomes a reliable ground for staff’s
upskilling and reskilling, alignment with European standards and labour market
needs.

International collaborative research projects address such social challenges as
environmental issues, sustainable development, public health, social inclusion, post-
wart recovery and offer mechanisms for translating research into practical solutions.
In close connection with them there are community engagement and outreach
initiatives, represented with the projects fostering university-community
partnerships, volunteer programmes, social entrepreneurship hubs, lifelong learning
initiatives positioning universities as drivers of local and regional development.

In spite of the hardships and challenges of the war-times, Ukrainian

universities demonstrate their adaptability, strong leadership, ability to organize



dedicated project teams, capacity of setting clear objectives and achieving them, and
conducting effective communication for the sake of making Ukrainian society more
resilient and cohesive, contributing to the national dignity, identity and well-being

support, European integration and democratic way of living.

Abstract

Under the conditions of global challenges caused by climate change, socio-
economic crises, and growing inequality, it becomes necessary to rethink the role of
educational institutions, particularly business schools, in shaping a new paradigm of
sustainable development. One of the key vectors of such development is the green
transformation of the economy, aimed at reducing greenhouse gas emissions,
transitioning to renewable energy sources, fostering “green” innovations, and
cultivating a culture of responsible consumption and production. In this context,
social reintegration becomes a critically important element, since without the active
involvement of vulnerable groups in economic and social activities, as well as
without ensuring inclusiveness, green transformations risk remaining formal and
superficial.

This section is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the interconnection
between the processes of social reintegration and green transformation, as well as to
examining the innovative role of business schools as catalysts of these processes.
The study emphasizes that business education in the 21st century goes beyond the
classical tasks of training specialists, acquiring the mission of being a societal driver
of change. By integrating ESG (Environmental, Social, Governance) principles,
developing entrepreneurship programs for socially vulnerable groups, and
introducing courses on sustainable management, business schools are becoming not

only educational centers but also spaces of innovative thinking and inclusive growth.



Special attention is given to the analysis of practical cases demonstrating how
business schools can contribute to social reintegration through three main
mechanisms. First, through educational programs that equips learners with
competencies for creating socially responsible businesses and startups in the field of
“green” technologies. Second, through partnerships with local communities and
businesses, enabling the implementation of innovative employment models,
including “green jobs,” and ensuring economic activity for socially vulnerable
groups. Third, through international collaborations in research and practice, which
promote the dissemination of best global practices of sustainable development and
social inclusion.

It is emphasized that social reintegration within the framework of green
transformation should not be regarded merely as an auxiliary process. On the
contrary, it serves as the foundation for ensuring social justice, resilience, and the
long-term effectiveness of green reforms. The inclusion of diverse social groups in
educational and entrepreneurial initiatives supported by business schools fosters a
new quality of human capital, reduces social risks, and contributes to decreasing
inequality.

The significance of ESG leadership, shaped precisely within the environment
of business schools, is also highlighted. A new generation of leaders must be capable
of making managerial decisions that take ecological and social aspects into account,
while demonstrating high levels of transparency and accountability. Thus, business
schools are becoming an essential platform for developing leaders who think in
terms of long-term sustainability and innovation.

An important component of the analysis also includes examples of practical
implementation of educational programs aimed at building entrepreneurial
ecosystems with social and environmental orientations. The experience of

international and Ukrainian business schools that actively introduce courses on



social entrepreneurship, the “green” economy, and logistics, among others, is
examined.

It is determined that the synergy of social reintegration and green
transformation is the key to building a truly sustainable future, where the innovative
role of business schools lies not only in forming professional knowledge but also in
nurturing a new generation of responsible leaders and entrepreneurs. Thus, business
schools become a space where education, science, social responsibility, and practical
action converge to create an inclusive and environmentally balanced economy.

Abstract. The section specifies and substantiates the philosophical and
methodological aspect of the human dimension of the quality of education through
the prism of the ideas of the unity of the world and the transdisciplinary unity of
scientific knowledge; provisions on the general connection and integrity of
phenomena and processes of society development; studies of scientists who present
theories of studying personality as an open, self-developing system;
psychosynergetic approach based on the ideas of integrity of perception of the world,
nonlinearity, deep interconnection of chaos and order, randomness and necessity;
humanistic pedagogy, self-development of the individual in the process of
professional activity. The essence of trends in changes in value orientations is
revealed as a special social basis, which, on the one hand, is characterized by a
philosophical and cultural outlook that should determine the global function of
modern scientific knowledge and determine its social power; and on the other hand,
it expresses the progress and modernization of education in different historical
epochs; the characteristics of the content of humanity and digitalization are updated.

The essence of the phenomenon (as a notion and concept) of
«psychodimensional environments/systemsy» is specified from the standpoint of
psychosynergetics; it is proved that the psychodimensionality of social reality plays
an important role in understanding social and socio-cultural processes, crisis states
of their subjects, which are caused by psychodimensionality, against the background
of crisis states of society itself as a social reality. In addition, the study considers
social reality both from the standpoint of its existence in the form of the social
environment and culture external to a person, and in the form of the internal
mental/intra-personal and neuropsychic environments. It is emphasized that to date,
both forms contain manifestations of the digital environment in its proportion, which
is rapidly increasing in terms of human and psychological dimension. It is argued

that, in general, this position can be characterized by the conceptual model (new



philosophical category) of «the whole as a whole» and the concept of «b-r (m/s,...)»
- «brain-psychic (mind/consciousness, ...)». The article considers one of the options
for solving the formulated problem, i.e. ensuring social innovations in conditions of
uncertainty in terms of increasing attention to ensuring the preservation of humanity
and psychological dimension of the social reality of vocational education by
developing and implementing new methodological content for organizing
psychosynergistic educational and teaching activities aimed at forming the social
responsibility of future professionals.

This section aims to systematise and analyse approaches, practices and results
